PRESCHOOL SCREENING FOR CHILDREN 3 TO 5 YEARS OLD

As in past years, the State of Illinois is requiring all school districts to screen for potential problems in
hearing, vision, and muscular and emotional development of preschool children. All children must be tested
who will be three years old by the screening dates (February 25" for Apollo and March 10™ & 11" for New
Boston) including those children entering kindergarten in the fall. Pre-registration for the prospective
2010/2011 kindergarten students who will be attending Apollo will also be on February 25", Those students
must be five years old by September 1, 2010. Kindergarten roundups will be held at Apollo and New Boston
at later dates that will be announced.

The purpose of the screening is to enable early childhood problems to be corrected before the child enters
school. Even though a child was screened last year, parents are urged to have him/her screened each year
because during the formative years children change from year to year. There is no charge for this screening.
If a student has already been tested this year at preschool, a screening appointment is not necessary.

Screening for students who would attend Apollo will be Thursday, February 25" at the Aledo United
Methodist Church, 301 N College Ave, Aledo, IL. In the interest of saving time and confusion, please call the
Apollo office at 582-5350 extension 0 to set up a time for your child to be screened. Screening for students
who would attend New Boston will be March 10" and 11" at the First Baptist Church in Joy, IL.

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Seniors Post-secondary Up-date

Complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) electronic worksheet as soon as possible in
January or February. Parents/students are encouraged to use the FAFSA worksheet when filing the FAFSA form
on-line at www.FAFSA.ed.gov. (Note: If a web site is charging a fee to complete the FAFSA, it is not the
official government site. There should not be a fee for filing a FAFESA form.)

Seniors wanting help with grants and financial aid should make an appointment to meet with the counselor before
February 16, 2010.

Seniors should collect scholarship recommendations from teachers and community members prior to February 10,
2010.

4. Several colleges have stated that they will not accept applications after late February 2010 since they currently
have a limited number of openings for fall 2010. Seniors should have all college applications submitted no later
than February 27, 2010.

5. Since housing will be limited at most colleges, seniors should notify colleges in February and state their plans.
Students should then make a housing deposit in about four to six weeks.

6. Seniors planning to enter the workforce immediately after high school should be completing job applications and
setting up interviews during late February and early March.

7. Several colleges allow seniors to take the ACT on campus, with the understanding that the ACT scores
are only valid at that school. Seniors may take advantage of this opportunity to raise ACT scores so
they are eligible for admission or scholarships at that college.

8. Seniors please stop by the counselor’s office in February if you are interested in an apprenticeship program.

9. Seniors are encouraged to stop by the counselor’s office for help in developing a post-secondary plan for next fall.

10. Parents are encouraged to call the counselor’s office if they have any questions concerning their student’s post-
secondary plans.

Juniors Take Prairie State Achievement Examination (PSAE)

All Mercer County High School juniors will take the Prairie State Achievement Exam at Mercer County High School on
the mornings of April 28 & 29, 2010. On day one students will take the ACT test. Day two of the PSAE incorporates
two WorkKey’s assessments along with an Illinois State Board of Education (ISBE) developed component consisting of
writing and science.

All Juniors Register in March for the PSAE and the ACT.

Families are encouraged to research schools prior to mid-March so the appropriate school codes are recorded on the ACT
preregistration form. The state of Illinois will pay to have four schools receive each students ACT test scores. Keep in mind that many
post-secondary schools require ACT scores as part of the application process for admission. If students need additional schools to
receive test scores the cost will range from $7.00 to $30.00 for each school that needs a score report.

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Juniors Prepare for the ACT

It is highly recommend that juniors prepare for the ACT. The following is a list of suggestions for juniors as they prepare
to take the ACT:

1. Use the ACT study booklet given to students in February during English I11. (Sample questions and answers are
included in the ACT study booklet.)
