Action Steps to protect your family

from the Flu

The Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention
(CDC) recommends 4 main
ways you and your family
may keep from getting sick
with the flu at school and at
home.

Practice good hand hygiene
by washing your hands often
with soap and water,
especially after coughing or
sneezing. Alcohol-based
hand cleaners are also
effective.

Cover your mouth and nose
with a tissue when you
cough or sneeze. If you
don’t have a tissue, cough or
sneeze into your elbow or
shoulder, not into your
hands.

Stay home if you or your
child is sick for at least 24
hours after there is no longer
a fever or signs of a fever
(without the use of fever-
reducing medicine).

DO YOU KNOW??7?7

*You must stop before
meeting or overtaking a
school bus loading or
unloading passengers on a
two lane roadway. A
warning will be given at
least 100 feet(200 feet in
rural areas) in advance of
a stop. The stop signal
arm will be extended after
the school bus has come
to a complete stop. You
must then come to a
complete stop.

You must remain stopped
until the stop signal arm is
no longer extended and
the flashing lights are
turned off or the driver
signals you to pass.

Your driver’s license or
vehicle registration will be
suspended for three
months if you are
convicted of illegally
passing a stopped school
bus. If you receive two
