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A School Improvement Plan is a living document that is
developed by the district as well as each building within the
district. The purpose of this plan is to analyze what our
students know and what we can do better to meet the needs
of our students so that they may be successful in school.

When beginning this process the teachers and staff look at all
the data that is available to us. We look at ISAT (lllinois State
Achievement Tests), DIBELS, behavior data that we collect
through Office Referrals, school report cards that the state
publishes, as well as other classroom and student
information. From this data we determine what our
strengths and weaknesses are as a school and what we offer
our students.

From there we begin to look at ways to improve on what we
offer students. We set goals for ourselves and our school.
This may be an addition of programs or services. It may also
be additions to curriculum or when certain areas of
curriculum are taught. It may also be a revising of currently
offered programs. These goals will be published in a
newsletter.

Some of the programs that have been developed and refined
out of school improvement planning have been our PBIS
program, our Reading Centers Program, Title |, and tutoring.

Programs are started and activities are planned. Throughout
the school year those goals are worked on. Toward the end of
the school year we begin to review what we have
accomplished in regards to the goals we set. We ask
ourselves; Did we achieve our goals? Why or why not? What
could we have done better? Did we meet the needs of our
students?

Which brings us back to the beginning and the process starts
all over again.
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
