The New Boston Elementary School students and staff 

decided they wanted to do something for the children of 

Haiti because of the devastating earth quake that 

happened to the country. 

The challenge went out for them to collect as many 

pennies as they could.  Our students and staff met the 

challenge.  Pennies came in from everywhere, in 

baggies, cups, little hands and even a wooden wishing 

well. 

In the end, we collected a grand total of $672.15.  That is 

67,215 pennies and they weighed 131 pounds. 

The donation will be presented to the U.N.I.C.E.F. and 

will then be used for the children of Haiti. 

Thank you to all of the families who have donated to this 

cause.  You have again shown us what a caring 

community we live in.
